were very fortunate to have Jack in
that position as he made Oconee
County a forerunner in recycling.
We know Mélissa will follow in
Jack's footsteps and lead Oconee
County with innovative ideas and a
firm direction.

Here in Oconee County, we have
eleven Manned Convenience Cen
ters that operate from 7 am to 7 pm
Monday through Saturday. The
centers take 20 categories of items.
When you go to your selected Con
venience Center, ask for the
"Chippy the Chipmunk" booklet.
It lists dl the items they take.
You'll be surprised!

Besides the obvious like cans,
glass, plastic and newspaper, they
also take cooking oil, hypodermic
needles, motor oil and motor oil
bottles. They even take appli-
ances, such as stoves, refrigerators,
ar-conditioning units, microwaves,
etc. You can also take your yard
waste to the Materials Recovery
Facility on Wells Highway in &
neca. This material is chipped and
sold as mulch by the county.

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Deputy Earl Rhudy—K OBAnN of the Quarter!

Deputy Earl Rhudy, the Oconee
County Litter Officer, was born in
Jamesborough, TN, and raised by
his grandparents on their farm. In
1963, he moved to Cordova, SC
with his mother. In September
1967 he entered basic training at the
Great lakes Training Center, before
being assigned to the USS Vega in
Alameda, CA. He traveled to Viet
Nam four times as a Hospita
Corpsman.

He was honorably discharged in
1970 and stayed in Fresno, CA, for
two years before returning to Ten
nessee for a year. Finaly, he real-
ized he was destined to be a South
Carolinian and he returned to Cor-
dova in 1972 and became a dis-
patcher for the South Carolina
Highway Patrol.

In January 1976, Earl joined the
Orangeburg Police Department
where he achieved the rank of Ser-
geant and became a Shift Supervi-
sor.

Do not write while
driving.

2 Do not report out-of-state veh-
cles.

3 Your identity is required to sub-
mit the report. Your identity
will not be revealed, nor will
you be required to testify.

4 The registered owner of the ve-
hicle will be contacted by the
Litter Control Officer.

Remember, the more compl ete your
report is, the more it can be an d-
fective tool for the Litter Control
Officer.
